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Founded in 1894, the NJSFWC is the largest women's volunteer service organization in the state. In 1918, the NJSFWC founded the New Jersey College for Women (now Douglass Residential College), and through scholarships to Douglass students, the Federation continues to support this institution with its strong tradition of training tomorrow's women leaders.

In 2009, the organization, with a membership of over 9500, reported almost 27,000 community service projects involving over 940,000 volunteer hours and $3.6 million in cash and in kind donations. The NJSFWC is a member of the General Federation of Women's Clubs, headquartered in Washington, DC. The GFWC is the largest and oldest women's volunteer community service organization in the world.
